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The Symbolic Value of Stained

The Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, who conquered death, rose from
the dead

The stained glass at the front of the altar has great symbolic value. The
colorful artwork represents the Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, who con-
quered death, rose from the dead, and ushered in the Kingdom of God.

The central image has three parts:

The lamb symbolizes Jesus Christ, the most insignificant human
being who was cut off from the land of the living, and struck down
for the sins of his people (cf. Isaiah 53: 3-8).

The blood flowing from the lamb symbolizes Jesus Christ. He over-
flowed with love for humanity, offering himself completely as a
sacrificial offering for the salvation of humanity.

Above the lamb is PAX, which is Latin for Peace. Christ shed his
blood in order to bring peace to the world.

The remaining images provide additional symbolic content.
The wheat, the material of bread (right of the center circle), sym-
bolizes the Body of Christ. The grapes, the material of wine (left of
the center circle), symbolizes the Blood of Christ (center cir-
cle). The bread and wine together symbolize that humans can
only attain true salvation by eating the Eucharist.
The long yellow band at the bottom symbolizes Jesus and his
disciples who achieved true freedom through complete death.
The red patchwork to the right of the Lamb symbolizes the mar-
tyred saints of Korea.
The big circle symbolizes the Eucharist. The overlapping circles in
the center symbolize that we proclaim the gospel to the world,
