Post-Communion Kneeling

In the United States, the celebration of the Mass follows
the General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM).
According to the GIRM, after receiving Holy Commun-
ion, the

faithful may kneel or sit in prayer, following the unified
practice of the diocese and parish. When the priest says,
“Let us pray,” all stand together.

Until now, our parish has customarily sat after the
Blessed Sacrament was returned to the tabernacle.
However, the common practice in many parishes in the
United States is to

remain kneeling after Holy Communion and then stand
together at the invitation, “Let us pray.” This reduces
unnecessary movement and more clearly expresses the
flow of the

liturgy and the unity of the assembly.

Accordingly, beginning on Ash Wednesday, the start of
the penitential season of Lent, our parish will remain
kneeling after Holy Communion until the priest says,
“Let us pray,” at which time all will stand together.
Please note that those who are unable to kneel for health
or physical reasons are not

obliged to do so and may remain seated in prayer.

e Temptation Is Not a Lie - It Simply Hides the Cost ”

Today is the First Sunday of Lent. Lent is not only a
season that calls us to repentance, but a time to choose
once again where we place our hearts. Today's liturgy sets
before us the temptation of Eve and the temptation of Jesus,
reminding us that we too stand at a crossroads of choice.
Eve faced temptation with a desire to know. She believed
that knowing good and evil would make her wiser and
allow her to take control of her own life. Temptation often
begins this way. It is subtle, logical, and convincing. It
presents itself as something useful, even beneficial. In fact,
the serpent's words were not a lie. Eve's eyes were opened.
Yet something essential was left unsaid: the cost of that
choice-the breaking of relationships and the arrival of
death. Jesus, however, responds very differently.

When tempted in the desert, He does not calculate what
He might gain or lose. Instead, He remains rooted in the
Word of God and entrusts Himself completely to the Fa-
ther. In that trust, He overcomes temptation, and His
choice leads not to loss, but to life. We, too, live surround-

ed by temptation. In a world overflowing with information,

we are constantly driven to know more and to check eve-
rything. Yet knowing everything does not necessarily make
us freer. Often, it only leaves us distracted, divided, and
weary of spirit. That is why Lent invites us to make a dif-
ferent choice: not to cling to knowing everything, but to
trust God and remain in His Word. Within that choice,
God 's life quietly continues to grow within us, even today.
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
