e Do Not Stay There—Come Down ”

A swan drifts quietly across the surface of a lake. A spar-

row in the sky watches with envy. “I must beat my wings
without rest just to stay aloft, yet the swan seems to glide so
effortlessly.” At the same moment, a carp beneath the
water shakes its head. “I move freely without effort, while
the swan must paddle constantly just to remain afloat.”
They see the same swan, yet only from where they stand.
Neither sees the whole.
Today’s Gospel tells us of the Transfiguration of Jesus. His
face shines like the sun, his garments become dazzling
white. This is not the moment when Jesus becomes some-
one else, but the moment when what was hidden is briefly
revealed. His weariness and His glory were always one.

It is we who see only in part. Peter longs to remain in that
radiant moment. “Lord, it is good for us to stay here.”
But Jesus calls them down the mountain. Grace is not
meant to be held, but carried into life.

Lent is not a season for staying still, but for coming
down—bringing the light into ordinary paths. This Lent, as
we loosen our grip and take a step forward, may the light of
God breathe again within the quiet places of our lives.
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
