Jesus, Waiting at the Well ”

Under the burning sun, after a long journey, Jesus sits
beside Jacob’s well. Water lies deep below, but there is no
bucket to draw it up. The cool promise of water can be
sensed, yet it cannot be reached, and the thirst only grows
stronger.

Then a Samaritan woman arrives, carrying a bucket.
With that single bucket, the useless well becomes a well of
life. As their conversation deepens, a quiet reversal unfolds.
At first, Jesus asks for water. By the end, the woman is the
one asking-for water that will never leave her thirsty. Faith
that once lived only in the mind becomes living water
through encounter. And the people begin to confess, “We
know that this man is truly the Savior of the world.”

We are often like her-and like them. We long for grace,
yet hesitate to move. I am reminded of childhood, when
the one who needed washing was me, but the one who
came first was my mother. The God who gave water to a
grumbling Israel, and the Jesus who promised living water
to a Samaritan woman, are like that-always approaching
first. The thirsty ones are us, yet the One who waits and
comes near is always God.

This Lent, let us not remain where we are. Let us take
one step toward the well. There, our hearts-clouded by sin
and weariness-can be gently washed, and within us, a
spring of life will begin to rise, quietly, faithfully, and
without end.
