Come Out

Today’s readings draw us into a vivid scene: a sealed
tomb, and Jesus standing before it. Through the prophet
Ezekiel, God promises, “I will open your graves.” And
then Jesus breaks the silence with a cry: “Lazarus, come
out!” This is not only a miracle for someone long ago. It is
a call addressed to us-here and now.

The tomb is not far away. It is within us. It can be the sins
we repeat, wounds that have not healed, fears that hold us
back, or the quiet resignation that nothing will change. We
may look alive on the outside, yet inside we have stopped
moving. That is our tomb.

But the Lord’s work does not end with “Come out.” He
goes further: “Untie him and let him go.”

Jesus does not simply bring us back to life; He frees us.

He loosens what has bound our hands and feet. He sets us
in motion again-so that we may walk, live, and begin anew.
So we stand before an unavoidable question: What is
holding me bound? And at the same time, we hear His
voice calling each of us by name: “Come out.”
This Lenten season places us at a moment of decision. Will
we remain in the tomb, or will we step out in response to
His call? The moment we take that step, resurrection has
already begun.
